Video Games & Gambling

Any act that involves risking money or valuables on the outcome 
of a game or contest that is mostly determined by chance.

If you spend hours on end playing video games on computers 
and mobile devices, you should know that many of those games 
actually replicate real-life gambling behaviors.
	 • �Games offering opportunities for login rewards with instant 

upgrades create the habit of gaming every day.
	 • �Loot boxes and spin-to-win rewards replicate real-life gambling 

opportunities by building competition among online friends and 
allowing players to earn fake money or other prizes.

	 • �Innocent-looking games with shiny, little rewards may seem 
harmless. But they could lead to lifelong issues for the young 
people exposed to them.

The shift from gaming habit to gambling problem is subtle. But the risks aren’t.
